                                                INTRODUCER AGREEMENT

The purpose of this Agreement is to establish the basis on which introductions are made to ‘the Company’ for the provision of legal services to clients.  It is agreed as follows:

1.        Definitions

1.1 Legal Services – the provision of estate planning advice, taking instructions and the provision of legal documents by the Company or its agents.

1.2 Agents – associated legal services firms which are either better suited or specialist in areas not permitted to the Company which are engaged by the Company to provide legal services.  The Company has carried out due diligence checks on its agents

1.3 Due Diligence – checks are required by the Financial Services Authority (FSA) to assess the standing and competencies of companies to which introductions are to be made.

1.4 Business – the work and its process which is required to provide legal services and for which fees are charged to the client.

1.5 Commission – commissions are payable to the Introducer in recognition of introduced Business. Commissions are calculated as a percentage of the fees charged to the clients by the Company’s agents.

1.6 Confidential Information – means all information, whether oral, visual, implied or written (delivered by post, electronically or by any other method), concerning the operations, processes, plans, intentions, trade secrets, market opportunities including the business affairs of ‘the Company’, the Introducer or of the client which is not in the public domain and which it is necessary to disclose the conduct of business by ‘the Company’ or its Agents.

2.         Obligations of APS Legal & Associates

2.1 The Company undertake that it and its Agents will not solicit or seek to entice away from the Introducer any person that is introduced to ‘the Company’ under this Agreement for the purpose of doing business of the same or similar nature to the business which ‘the Introducer’ provides to the Client.  The Company undertakes to ensure that its Agents are bound by this clause.
2.2 ‘The Company’ shall:-
	2.2.1
	Comply with all laws in the conduct of its business;

	2.2.2
	Not to do or omit to do anything which may bring ‘the Company’ or the Introducer into disrepute

	2.2.3
	Obtain, maintain to all regulatory and other authorisations necessary for the conduct or its business and comply in all respects with such authorisations

	2.2.4
	Keep confidential all information about the work it carries out for Clients


3.        Obligations of the Introducer
3.1 The Introducer shall:
	3.1.1
	Comply with all applicable laws and regulations;

	3.1.2
	Not do or omit to do anything which may bring the Company or the Introducer into disrepute

	3.1.3
	Ensure that it does not engage in any activities which may affect ‘the Company’s compliance standing as required by the Institute of Professional Will Writers

	3.1.4
	Share relevant information either orally or in writing and provide other reasonable assistance to ‘the Company’ and its agents for the conduct of business

	3.1.5
	Co-operate fully in the investigation and resolution of any complaints from clients


3.2 The Introducer agrees that each of its Clients whom it refers to ‘the Company’ are clients of ‘the Company’ and its Agents for the purposes of introduced legal services and ‘the Company’ and its Agents shall be entitled to canvass and solicit those Clients for further legal services, subject to Clause 3.1

3.3 The Introducer shall ensure that it does not give Clients advice on the merits or demerits of legal services or arrange a transaction in respect of legal services other than those falling under this Agreement.  Further the Introducer shall not communicate any financial promotion (whether real time or non-real time) to Clients that would invite or induct them to enter into an Agreement relating to legal services with ‘the Company’ other than a non-real time financial promotion that has been supplied by ‘the Company’.
4.          Confidentiality

4.1 Both parties agree not to disclose any client confidential information to any party beyond that which is required for the provision of legal services.

4.2 Both parties agree to maintain secret and confidential any information relating to the business affairs of either the Company or the Introducer that may be divulged to the other as a result of this Agreement

5.          Remuneration

5.1 It is agreed that commission paid by ‘the Company’ to the Introducer shall be paId at the rate of 15%

5.2 Commission become due to the Introducer when ‘the Company’ or its Agents complete the business for the client.  Commission are payable to the Introducer on the 5th of the month following receipt of cleared funds by ‘the Company’.  ‘The Company’ shall be under no obligation to make any payment to the Introducer until it has received the commission from its Agents.

5.3 If ‘the Company’ becomes liable to repay any fees which it has received from its Agents in respect of business carried out for a client, the Introducer shall promptly repay its share of the commission received.  The Introducer agrees to indemnify ‘the Company’ fully in respect of the Introducer’s share of any commission reclaimed.
5.4 ‘The Company’ reserves the right to deduct from any commission due and payable to the Introducer such amount which is repayable to ‘the Company’ by the Introducer under Clause 5.3

5.5 Fees paid to the Introducer are deemed inclusive of VAT

6.         Termination

6.1 Termination of this agreement for any reason shall not bring to an end clauses:

	4.1, 4.2
	The confidentiality obligations on the parties hereto

	5.1, 5.2
	The Company’s obligations to pay sums which have accrued and payable prior to the date of termination

	5.3, 5.4
	The Introducer’s liabilities


6.2 The rights set out in this Clause shall be without prejudice to any other right or remedy of either party.
7.         Arbitration

7.1 Any dispute arising under this Agreement is to be settled by an Independent Arbitrator to be mutually agreed by both parties at the time of a dispute.  Both parties agree to be bound by the Arbitrator’s finding and decision.
